6.  Clerk’s Report:
(a)  Flood wall, Canal Side East: damage caused by vandals was reported to the Flood Defence Team at the Environment Agency. The wall has been repaired.
(b)  Collinson Lane: problems allegedly caused by use of vehicular satellite navigation systems have been reported to ERYC Highways. ERYC has agreed to erect a ‘no through road for vehicles’ sign at the entrance to Collinson Lane.
(c)  Allotments provision: a local landowner who expressed an interest in the possibility of providing land for use as allotment gardens has not yet made a decision on such provision.
(d)  Newport Recreation Club: the Charity Commission has agreed to act as Custodial Trustee of Newport Recreation Club land and buildings. A request to Newport Recreation Club Committee that Newport Parish Council be invited to become a trustee of Newport Recreation Club land and buildings will be made
(e)  ERYC Flood Liaison Group Meeting: County Hall, Beverley, 2.30pm Tuesday 18 May 2010. Cllr Bate will attend.
(f)   Environment Agency: the lease of Main Road/Canal Side West Play Area land from the Environment Agency is due for renewal on 1 January 2011. The Environment Agency has confirmed that (i) no problems are envisaged re renewal of the lease; (ii) any lease payment is likely to be nominal (plus payment of legal costs); and (iii) it has no objections to the plans of the Parish Council to redevelop the land.
(g)  ERYC: Biodiversity Action Plan Consultation: The Clerk will respond on behalf of the Council.
(h)  Gilberdyke Landfill Site: complaints re odour and litter have been reported to ERYC. Cllr Openshaw stated that the operators of the site have taken measures to deal with odours.

9.    Review of Model Local Council Standing Orders 2010/11: Resolved that Model Local Council Standing Orders 2010/11 be adopted subject to all references to ‘he’ be amended to ‘s/he’, all references to ‘him’ be amended to ‘him/her’ and all references to ‘his’ be amended to ‘his/her’. Proposed: Cllr Collins. Seconded: Cllr Chapman.
10.  Land opposite 1 Canal Side West: Councillors discussed communications from its solicitors re issues associated with the land.
11.  Brickyard: (i) Opening Event: The working party reported on proposed activities and publicity; (ii) damage has been caused to a grassed area by young people on bicycles. It was agreed that the probable solution to the problem was to create a cycle track and Councillors were requested to consider its possible location prior to the next meeting to be held on 12 May 2010.
12.  Main Road Playground: Purchase of land has not yet been completed. The Clerk was requested to obtain quotes for the removal of conifers bordering the eastern perimeter of the land.
13.  Discussion on implementation of fishing rights on the Market Weighton Canal: The Environment Agency has not yet forwarded the lease agreement. Councillors were requested to consider ‘rules’ for anglers, information to be printed on fishing permits, the price of permits and means of ‘policing’ for discussion at the next meeting to be held on 12 May 2010. 
14.  Request by local resident to clear litter from Mill Lane and Leather Dog Lane: Cllr Bate will investigate and inform the Clerk on the extent of the problem.
15.  B1230 Road Design Project: LEADER Grant application: Cllr Shields informed Councillors that an expression of interest in the award of a £50000 grant would be submitted on behalf of Newport, Gilberdyke and North Cave Parish Councils in pursuance of the project.
