
NEWPORT PARISH COUNCIL               
Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 10 August 2011 at Newport Recreation Hall.  
1. Present: Cllrs Hunt (Chair), Allard, Bate, Batty, Etherington, Openshaw, Watts and Wilson.
    Apologies: Cllr Walker.
2. Declaration of personal and prejudicial interests: Cllr Openshaw declared a prejudicial interest in item
    9 (Gilberdyke Landfill Site) as a relative of the site owner; Cllr Hunt declared a personal interest in 

    item 9 as the community representative on the Landfill Site Liaison Group; Cllr Allard declared a 
    prejudicial interest in item 9 as an employee of ERYC; Cllr Watts declared a personal interest 
    in item 12 (M62 Accommodation Road Modification Order); Cllr Bate declared a personal interest in item 
    12 and a personal and prejudicial interest in item 15A (planning application 11/02984) as a relative of the 

    applicant. 
3. Minutes:  Resolved that the minutes of the meeting of the Council on 13 July 2011 be approved and 
    signed as a correct record. Proposed: Cllr Etherington. Seconded: Cllr Openshaw.
4. Members questions received: None.
5. Public Forum: 10 members of the public present. 
    (i) Gilberdyke Landfill Site. Comments were made on the following issues:

· Current developments regarding the planning applications for the Landfill Site.
· The excessive height of the tip.

· Odour from the tip.

· The number of HGV’s and where they were coming from.

· The nature of waste delivered to the tip.

· The closure date of the site.

· The possibility of an application to extend the operating period of the site.

· Alleged breach of planning conditions and site permit conditions.

· The powers of ERYC to take enforcement action if planning conditions have been breached.

· Alleged avoidance of the weighbridge by HGV drivers.

· Operating hours.

· The composition of the membership of the Landfill Site Liaison Committee.
     (ii)  Market Weighton Canal. Mr N Bishop commented on the state of the canal with particular reference 

            to weed growth.
6. Co-option of members to vacant positions on the council: An application was received from Mrs 

     Jane Collins to be co-opted as a member of the council. The meeting was adjourned to enable 

     councillors to hear comments from Mrs Collins on her application. The meeting was reconvened. 

     Resolved: that Mrs Collins should be co-opted as a member of Newport Parish Council. Proposed: Cllr

     Watts. Seconded: Cllr Openshaw. The Clerk will arrange a meeting with Mrs Collins for the signing of 

     the Declaration of Acceptance of Office prior to the next meeting of the council.

7.  Discussion on the Wallingfen Way Project: This item was brought forward due to the presence of Dr

     G Shields, project manager of the Wallingfen Way Project. The meeting adjourned to hear comments 

     from Dr Shields who informed councillors that (i) ERYC had approved the removal of the footbridges in 

     Newport and Gilberdyke and (ii) he had requested Mr B Grice, Secretary of Newport Recreation Club to  

     seek a ‘token’ financial contribution from the Parish Council for the erection of a new fence, sign and 
     noticeboard at the Recreation Hall. The meeting was reconvened. Cllr Hunt informed councillors of a 

     request from Newport Community Action Association for planters to be sited on railings (i) at the front 

     of Newport Primary School, (ii) at the front of ‘Londis’, and (iii) on the canal bridge. A further 

     suggestion of a planter on the central reservation at the canal bridge was made. The Clerk will 

     investigate costs. Councillors discussed the provision of new village entry signs for Newport. The
     meeting was adjourned to hear from (i) Dr Shields, who commented that signs had to be located 2 metres 
     from the road edge, and (ii) Ward Councillor P Robinson who commented that signs constructed from

     bricks would reflect Newport’s heritage. The meeting was reconvened. After further discussion 

     councillors expressed a preference for new village signs to be constructed in brick. The Clerk will

     investigate costs.
8.  Traffic issues: A representative from Humberside Police who had intended to attend the meeting to 
     respond to current concerns on traffic related issues was unable to do so.
9.    Discussion on developments re Gilberdyke Landfill Site Planning Applications DC/11/00930  

       Variation of condition 2 (to extend the time limit for clay extraction completion) and DC/11/00931  

       Variation of condition 2 (cessation of completion and restoration operations). 
       Cllrs Allard and Openshaw, having declared a prejudicial interest, left the room and took no part in the

       discussion. ERYC has requested a topographical survey to be carried out by the site operator. The data to
       be communicated to ERYC within 14 days of the request. The meeting was adjourned to hear comments 

       from Ward Councillor P Robinson. He referred to a meeting with ERYC where problems with the site 

       were acknowledged. The meeting was reconvened. Cllr Bate queried whether the issue of compliance 
       with Environmental Impact Regulations could be raised with ERYC. The meeting was again adjourned
       to hear comments from Ward Councillor P Robinson, relating to the planning appeals process and
       ‘national interest’ issues. The meeting was reconvened. Cllrs Allard and Openshaw rejoined the meeting.
10.  Discussion on possible next course of action re provision of allotments: The meeting was adjourned 
       to hear comments from Mrs M Branton, who queried whether Gilberdyke Parish Council had been 

       approached regarding the provision of allotments. Mrs Branton was informed that the issue was to be

       raised at the next meeting of the Joint Working Group; the date of the meeting has not yet been arranged. 

       The meeting was reconvened. Resolved that an approach be made to the owner of land adjacent to the

       Cemetery to ascertain the possibility of purchasing land and the purchase price. Proposed: Cllr Watts. 

       Seconded: Cllr Wilson.
11.  Discussion on landscaping proposals at Southfields and West Close: deferred to the next meeting of 
       the council pending receipt of further information from Poplar Gardens and Lodge Landscapes.
12.  M62 Accommodation Road Modification Order: Cllr Bate expressed concern at the lack of progress 

       on the Secretary of State’s order to designate the road as a Byway Open to All Traffic. The Clerk stated 

       that ERYC intended to oppose the Order.  
13.  Discussion on Parish Plan Action Plan: resolved to approve the document. Proposed: Cllr Watts. 

       Seconded: Cllr Etherington.
