	Festive Lighting 2010: (i) the Festive Lighting Permit has been received; (ii) Mr P Coates has erected Christmas trees at Meadow Lane and Canal Side East and installed barrier fencing.

	Winter severe weather measures: (i) the clerk has requested ERYC to refill all salt/grit bins as a matter of urgency; ERYC is unable to provide a date for refilling of bins due to ‘unprecedented demand’ ; (ii) a request made to ERYC by the Clerk for the provision of grit mounds was refused on the grounds that the needs of the village did not meet the specified criteria; (iii) after extensive enquiries re the Parish Council’s legal position re the gritting of footways, the situation remains unclear. However, the Council’s insurers have stated that should the Council decide to take measures on snow clearance and gritting, it would be necessary to maintain measures throughout periods of severe weather, that all measures taken must be recorded, that conditions must be monitored daily, and that the Council would still be open to the possibility of public liability claims.

11. Councillors’ Brief Reports.
Cllr Shields reported that a resident had contacted him regarding problems with the Memorial Clock, and queried the need to request a visit from the clock maintenance company. The Clerk responded that information from the company was that severe weather conditions would have an effect on the clock mechanisms and the advice was to wait until weather conditions had returned to ‘normal’  before ascertaining whether the clock required attention.

Cllr Bate (i) expressed concern re the state of the footpaths and the road junctions on Thimblehall Lane caused by the severe weather conditions,(ii) that 3 people had suffered injuries and (iii)  that young people had allegedly been seen sledging on the Thimblehall Lane M62 flyover. He also commented on mail not being delivered.
