
NEWPORT PARISH COUNCIL               
Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 13 July 2011 at Newport Primary School.  
1. Present: Cllrs Hunt (Chair), Allard, Bate, Batty, Etherington, Openshaw, Watts and Walker.
2. Declaration of personal and prejudicial interests: Cllr Openshaw declared a prejudicial interest in item
    15 (Gilberdyke Landfill Site) as a relative of the site owner; Cllr Hunt declared a prejudicial interest in 

    item15 as a candidate for community representative on the Landfill Site Liaison Group; Cllr Allard 

    declared a prejudicial interest in item 15 as an employee of ERYC; Cllr Watts declared a personal interest 
    in item 20 (M62 Accommodation Road Modification Order); Cllr Hunt declared a personal interest in item 
    20; Cllr Openshaw declared a personal interest in item 20; Cllr Bate declared a personal and prejudicial 
    interest in item 20 as the applicant for the Modification Order made in his capacity as a private individual 
    and a personal and prejudicial interest in item 13 as a relative of the individual applying for a donation in 
    support of Newport Gymkhana.
3. Minutes:  Resolved that the minutes of the meeting of the Council on 8 June 2011 be approved and signed 
    as a correct record. Proposed: Cllr Batty. Seconded: Cllr Etherington.
4. Public Forum: 7 members of the public present. The issue of Gilberdyke Landfill Site was raised. Cllr 
    Hunt vacated the Chair which was assumed by Cllr Walker, and joined the public forum. The following 

    points were made:
    Ward Councillor P Robinson: although a one year extension re the Landfill Site planning applications has 

    been approved by ERYC, the decision notice has not yet been issued pending the signing of a Section 106 

    agreement; a Liaison Committee is to be set up comprising representatives from the Environment Agency, 

    ERYC Planning and Development, the site operator, the site owner and the communities of Gilberdyke

    and Newport via Parish Councillors. The Liaison Committee must be set up before the Section 106 

    agreement can be signed. He took the view that problems with the landfill site were more a question of 

    enforcement of conditions than a planning issue per se.
    Mr Hunt provided details on communications he had had with ERYC on issues associated with (i) the 

    height of the landfill (ii) the profiling of the site and (iii) the possibility of enforcement action being 

    taken by ERYC.

    Mr C Clarkson stated that in his view the permitted tonnage in the site had been exceeded and queried 

    what type of waste was being deposited.
    Cllr Bate queried whether the Environmental Impact Assessment made in 1999 was still valid.

    Mr S Lambert expressed disappointment with the response of planning officers and commented further on 

    the timing of HGV movements, that the re-opening of phases 1 and 2 of the site was wrong, and the 
    inability of inert waste to decompose would affect the height of the site.

    Mrs Clarkson commented on possible effects on the health of residents and alleged that deposited waste 
    had been left uncovered over the weekend.

    Mrs B Cross expressed concern re future planning applications related to the site and alleged aggression by 

    HGV drivers.
    Ward Cllr Robinson expressed the view that it was important to ascertain the void capacity of the site.

    Mr J Cartwright commended the work which has been done in raising concerns about the site and 
    commented on related issues, including odour, animal and child safety, damage to road verges, litter, hours 
    of operation, HGV’s, hours of operation and pollution.

    Cllr Hunt resumed the Chair.

7.  Clerk’s Report:
(i)    Allotments: No response (other than from the David Scott Charity, which was unable to assist) has 
        been received from local landowners re the council’s written request for assistance in the provision of 
        land for use as allotment gardens.
(ii)   Market Weighton Canal: the Environment Agency has scheduled (i) weed clearance in the canal for 

        mid August, and (ii) grass cutting of the canal banks for next week. 
(iii)  Main Road Playground/Village Green: the Environment Agency has now registered ownership of the 

        land with the Land Registry, and will forward the lease in the near future. The council’s request that the

        Environment Agency transfer ownership of the land has been refused at this time as the organization is 

        carrying out a review of its landholdings.
(iv)  B1230 road closure,: ERYC intends to close the B1230 from Common Lane junction to Hedon Salads 

        for road resurfacing work between 8.00 pm – 6.00 am, on both Monday 25 and Tuesday 26 July 2011. 

        The Clerk will provide further information for members of the public via notices.
(v)   Planning Inspectorate: Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 Section 53, East Riding of Yorkshire 

        Council (Newport No 12) Definitive map and Statement Modification Order 2010, addition of a 

        restricted byway in the parish of Newport some 768 metres in length commencing at the western end of

        Seavy Carr Lane at Grid Reference SE 8508 3169 and leading north-north-westerly along a track on the

        east bank of the Market Weighton Canal for some 768 metres to Grid Reference SE 8480 3240 some

        220 metres south of Black Dike. A Public Local Inquiry will be held in Newport Recreation Hall, 
        10.00am, Tuesday 15 November 2011.

(vi)  ERYC: training session on planning, 5.30 – 8.15pm. Tuesday 26 July 2011, County Hall, Beverley. 

        Councillors wishing to attend were requested to notify the Clerk.
(vii) Market Weighton Canal Lock: the lock-keeper has resigned the position. A team from the 

        Environment Agency is now visiting the lock three times per week for monitoring purposes.
8.  Co-option of members to vacant positions on the council: An application was received from Mr 

     Clyde Wilson to be co-opted as a member of the council. The meeting was adjourned to enable 

     councillors to hear comments from Mr Wilson on his application. The meeting was reconvened. 

     Resolved: that Mr Wilson should be co-opted as a member of Newport Parish Council. Proposed: Cllr
     Watts. Seconded: Cllr Etherington. The Clerk will arrange a meeting with Mr Wilson for the signing of 

     the Declaration of Acceptance of Office prior to the next meeting of the council.

9.  Traffic issues: (i)  A representative from Humberside Police who had intended to attend the meeting to 
                                    respond to current concerns on traffic related issues was unable to do so. The request 

                                    for police attendance will be repeated for the next meeting of the council
                              (ii) Following the recent incident at the traffic lights outside Newport Primary School, 

                                    ERYC has carried out a review of the 30 mph speed limit on the B1230/Main Road.
                                    The information received by the Clerk regarding the outcome of the review and 

                                    ERYC’s proposals is unclear. Further clarification has been requested.

(i)  Resolved to authorize payment of Clerk’s salary/expenses and accounts. Proposed: Cllr Bate. Seconded: 

      Cllr Walker. 
(ii) The Clerk presented councillors with an Income and Expenditure update for information purposes.
11. Discussion on response to a letter of complaint received from a resident re dog fouling at the 
      Brickyard: Resolved that the Clerk be authorized to purchase ‘no dog fouling’ notices for the Brickyard.
      Proposed: Cllr Watts. Seconded: Cllr Walker. 
12. Appointment of a Parish Council Representative to the David Scott Charity: Resolved that Cllr Bate
      be appointed as Newport Parish Council’s representative. Proposed: Cllr Watts. Seconded: Cllr 

      Etherington. The Clerk will inform the Chair of the charity.
13. Request for donation in support of Newport Gymkhana: Cllr Bate, having declared a prejudicial 

      interest in this issue, left the room and took no part in the discussion. Resolved to donate the sum of 

      £50.00 in support of the event. Proposed: Cllr Walker. Seconded: Cllr Watts. Cllr Bate rejoined the 

      meeting.
14. Discussion on the Wallingfen Way Project: (i) councillors considered the following funding options 
      for removal of the footbridge on Main Road: a) utilization of Parish Council Footbridge Removal 
      Reserve, b) utilization of the Wallingfen Way Project Grant, c) no funding provision. Resolved (5 votes 

      in favour, 2 against, 1 abstention) that £5000 of the Wallingfen Way Project Grant should be allocated to 

      the removal of the footbridge, providing that Gilberdyke Parish Council agree to fund the same amount 

      for the removal of the footbridge on Main Road, Gilberdyke. Proposed: Cllr Bate. Seconded: Cllr 

      Etherington.
 (ii) proposals for expenditure re the Wallingfen Way Project Grant: suggestions included replacement 

       fencing at the front of Newport Recreation Hall and village signs. No decisions were taken.
15. Discussion on developments re Gilberdyke Landfill Site Planning Applications DC/11/00930  

      Variation of condition 2 (to extend the time limit for clay extraction completion) and DC/11/00931  

      Variation of condition 2 (cessation of completion and restoration operations). Cllrs Hunt, Allard and 

      Openshaw, having declared a prejudicial interest, left the room and took no part in the discussion. Cllr

      Walker assumed the Chair. Resolved that Cllr Hunt, as a member of Newport Parish Council, be 
      appointed to the Gilberdyke Landfill Liaison Committee as community representative. Proposed: Cllr 

      Bate. Seconded: Cllr Etherington. Cllrs Hunt, Allard and Openshaw rejoined the meeting. 
16. Main Road Playground/village green: (i) Resolved that the unfenced western boundary of the ‘village 

      green’ should be re-fenced with fencing previously removed from the site. The Clerk was authorized to 

      purchase 4 new fencing support posts. Proposed: Cllr Watts. Seconded: Cllr Allard. Planting of shrubs

      along the boundary will be carried out after installation of the fence; (ii) the fence on the northern 

      boundary of the playground has been positioned to allow an access strip for future maintenance work and 

      does not represent the northern boundary of the land owned by Newport Parish Council. Resolved that 

     the Clerk should communicate this information to the owner of land adjacent to the maintenance strip. 

     Proposed: Cllr Bate. Seconded: Cllr Etherington;  (iii) Resolved that the opening hours of the playground 

     will be 8.00 am – 8.00 pm during the summer months (April – September) and 8.00 am – 6.00 pm during 

     the winter months (October – March). Proposed: Cllr Walker. Seconded: Cllr Etherington; (iv) Resolved 

     that the playground gate will be locked at closing time on the grounds of playground security and that Mr 

     and Mrs Hall, residing on Canal Side West shall be authorized to lock the gate at closing time. Proposed: 
     Cllr Walker. Seconded: Cllr Allard; (v) Councillors were informed of the planned activities for the
     Playground Opening Day Event scheduled for Saturday 16 July 2011.
17. Discussion on landscaping proposals at Southfields and West Close: deferred to the next meeting.
18. Discussion on Parish Newsletter: Cllr Hunt reminded councillors that he would welcome content for the 
      newsletter. 
19. Discussion on Parish Plan: Cllr Hunt intends to meet with members of the Newport Community Action 

      Association to discuss the plan. The council’s Working Party on the Parish Plan will meet in the near 

      Future.
20. M62 Accommodation Road Modification Order: Clerk’s update on ERYC’s proposed response to the 

      Planning Inspectorate. Deferred to the next meeting.
