Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 8 June 2011 at Newport Primary School.  
1. Present: Cllrs Hunt (Chair), Bate, Batty, Etherington, Openshaw, Watts and Walker.
    Apologies: Cllr Allard.
2. Declaration of personal and prejudicial interests: None declared.
3. Minutes:     (i)     Resolved that the minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Council on 11 May 2011 be 
                                approved and signed as a correct record. Proposed: Cllr Walker. Seconded: Cllr Watts.

                                February 2011 were noted. Resolved that the Clerk should write to the Chair of 

                                Gilberdyke Parish Council expressing concern that the last two meetings of the Joint 

                                Burial Board have been declared inquorate. Proposed: Cllr Etherington. Seconded: Cllr 

                                Watts.
4. Public Forum: 2 members of the public present. Mrs M Branton, chair of Newport Allotment and 

    Garden Society raised the issue of the provision of land for use as allotments.
5. Agenda item 13 ‘ Discussion on provision of allotments’ was brought forward due to the presence of

    Mrs Branton. Cllr Hunt stated that he had raised the issue with several local landowners. The possibility of 

    using the Brickyard for allotments was raised. The Clerk advised the council that the conditions attached to

    the WREN grant awarded for the Brickyard redevelopment project remained in force until October 2014.  

    The meeting was adjourned to hear Mrs Branton’s comments on the use of the Brickyard for allotments. 

    Mrs Branton expressed the view that the area was too small. The meeting was reconvened. Following 
    discussion of the issue, it was resolved that the Clerk should write to local landowners requesting their 
    assistance in the provision of 3–6 acres of land for use as allotment gardens offering a lease/rental fee of 
    £200 per annum per acre for a period of 10 years. Proposed: Cllr Etherington. Seconded: Cllr Batty. The 
    possibility of purchasing land for use as an extension to the existing cemetery in the long term, but which 
    could be used for allotments in the shorter term will be discussed at the next meeting of the Joint Working 
    Group.

	Wallingfen Way Steering Group meeting: The next meeting is scheduled for 7.00pm Thursday 9 June 2011, Newport Primary School.

ERYC: Educational Funding questionnaire: The council has received a request from ERYC for information on any known sources of funding available to young people for educational purposes. Other than the Prowde Trust, members of the council have no knowledge of any other sources of funding. 
Goole and Howdenshire Local Action Team: The next meeting is scheduled for 10.00am, Wednesday 13 July 2011, Snaith Sports Hall.

Fallen tree, land north of the M62: The tree has been removed by Mr P Coates.
M62 underpass: Repairs required to lights and fencing have been reported to WSP.

Re-siting of litter bin, Canal Side West: Mr P Coates has re-sited a litter bin previously located on the Brickyard to the northern end of Canal Side West to replace the missing dog waste bin.
Application for modification of Definitive Map and Statement; Hopwood Lane: Following the public display of information re the notification of the intention to apply for a Modification Order on the status of Hopwood Lane, the clerk received a number of queries from residents expressing concern that the lane would no longer be accessible to walkers. The proposal is to apply for Byway Open to All Traffic status which would not affect the right of walkers to use the lane.
Gilberdyke Landfill Site: Newport Parish Council’s letter of objection: Following a query made by a resident during the Public Forum session at the council meeting on 11 May 2011 re the alleged non response of the council to the planning applications, the Clerk can confirm that the council’s letter of objection was published on ERYC’s website on 4 May 2011.
Refurbishment of Parish Council Noticeboard, Canal Side East: Mr P Nicholson will refurbish the noticeboard ‘in situ’ rather than temporarily remove it as originally planned.
BT payphone, Main Road: Following a request to BT to replace the missing glass panels, BT has informed the Clerk that the Newport payphone is classed as a ‘low usage’ phone and it no longer replaces missing panels on payphones designated as low usage.


9.  Co-option of members to vacant positions on Newport Parish Council: ERYC has confirmed that the 
     council may fill vacancies by co-option. Two members of the public have expressed an interest in being 

     co-opted as members of the council. The Clerk has forwarded information on the process of co-option to

11.  Discussion on Newport Parish Plan: Resolved to set up a Working Party (Cllrs Batty, Etherington, 
       Hunt and Watts) to review and report progress on the Parish Plan and to review the action plan itself. 
       The Working Party to report to the Parish Council at the September meeting. Proposed: Cllr Watts.
       Seconded: Cllr Etherington.
12. Discussion on Parish Newsletter: Resolved that a village newsletter will be published bi-annually in the 
      form of Summer and Winter editions. Proposed: Cllr Batty. Seconded: Cllr Walker.
13. Discussion on improving communications with parishioners: Resolved that the Clerk purchase 6 
      literature holders for use by local retailers to display Parish Council information. Proposed: Cllr 
      Etherington. Seconded: Cllr Walker.
14. Discussion on road safety issues, Main Road: A copy of the press statement provided by the 

      Headteacher of Newport Primary School following the incident at the traffic lights on 17 May 2011 was 

      provided to members of the council. Resolved to request ERYC to review the location of the 30mph 

      speed restriction signs and the speed reactive signs. Proposed: Cllr Openshaw. Seconded: Cllr Watts.
15. Discussion on provision of benches on Canal Side East: Members of the Council considered a letter of 
      objection to the location of one of the two benches proposed for installation on Canal Side East. 
      Resolved that only one bench should be installed rather than two, to be located at the northern end of 
      Canal Side East. Proposed: Cllr Openshaw. Seconded: Cllr Watts. Resolved to authorize the Clerk to 
      purchase a bench for installation on Canal Side East. Proposed: Cllr Etherington. Seconded: Cllr Batty.
16. Main Road Playground/village green: (i) The Clerk, on behalf of the Parish Council, has signed the 
      Statutory Declaration re its use of land leased from the Environment Agency. Resolved that the Clerk 
      request the Environment Agency to disclaim its ownership of the land and transfer ownership to the 

      Parish Council, which would pay the Environments Agency’s legal costs associated with the transfer of

      ownership. Proposed Cllr Walker. Seconded: Cllr Bate; (ii) work on the new playground/village green is 
      scheduled to be completed by Friday 12 June 2011 although a further 4 weeks are required to enable the 
      newly laid turf to root into the soil; (iii) a Working Party (Cllr Openshaw and the Clerk) will organize an 
      event to mark the re-opening of the playground/village green scheduled for Saturday 16 July 2011. 
17. Provision of new litter bin, Hopwood Lane: Resolved to authorize the Clerk to purchase a replacement 
      for the existing litter bin on Hopwood Lane. Proposed: Cllr Walker. Seconded: Cllr Etherington.
18. Humber and Wolds Rural Community Council: Resolved to approve Parish Council membership for 
      the year 2011/12 at a cost of £25.00 Proposed: Cllr Openshaw. Seconded: Cllr Watts.
