Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 9 March 2011 at Newport Primary School.  
1. Present: Cllrs Shields (Chair), Allard, Chapman, Clarke, Collins, Johnson, Openshaw and Walker.
    Apologies: Cllrs Bate and Burke.
2. Declaration of personal and prejudicial interests: None declared.
3. Minutes:  (i)  Resolved that the minutes of the ordinary meeting on 9 February 2011 be approved 
                           and signed as a correct record.

4. Public Forum: Six members of the public were present. 
Cllr Shields (Chair) made a statement on Public Forum procedure.

Mr F Butler presented a petition from residents of Canal Side East re fishing on Canal Side East, outlined the main points of the petition and expressed the concerns of residents. 

Mr Butler queried the lack of action on the Parish Plan by Newport Parish Council. Cllr Shields stated that the appropriate forum for discussion of this issue was the Annual Parish Meeting.
Mr A Batty referred to previous issues he had raised re parking, speeding and dog fouling. Ward Councillor Paul Robinson stated that Police Community Support Officers could now issues tickets for dog fouling, speed issues were currently being looked at by ERYC, and Gilberdyke now has a 20 mph zone.
Cllr Shields stated that a meeting on the Wallingfen Way Project was to be held with Nigel Leighton of ERYC ‘s Director of Environment and Neighbourhood Services on Friday 11 March 2011.
Mr T Johnson raised the issue of the date of the Annual Parish Meeting. He also asked which of the councillors present at the meeting intended to stand for re-election in May. Cllr Shields stated that this question would not be allowed. Mr Johnson asked whether residents would be consulted on the proposal on the issues of benches on Canal Side East and West.
Mr F Butler, on behalf of a resident not present at the meeting, asked whether there had been a confidential donor to the Brickyard Project. He was informed that this was not the case.

Mr P Ventham, of Newport Dog Training Club spoke in support of the written application (made by him and Miss H Harper) to the council for financial assistance. He commented on the aim of the club to promote responsible dog ownership and the willingness of the club to distribute dog waste bags at Wednesday training sessions. Mr Ventham was informed that as the club was a commercial organization, the council could not provide financial assistance.

	ERYC; Main Road Playground: because the application for Commuted Sums for the new playground and the creation of a ‘village green’ was in excess of £30000, it would have necessitated approval by the Cabinet of ERYC. The earliest possible date for approval would be 28 April 2011. In order to expedite matters, and on the advice of an officer of ERYC, the original application has been withdrawn and two separate applications, each for sums less than £30000, have been made; Stage 1: Preparatory work for the new playground and creation of village green, and Stage 2: Installation of playground equipment and planting on the village green. The two applications do not have to be approved by the Cabinet.

	Environment Agency: the lease on Main Road Playground has still not been received. The Clerk has again requested the lease to be forwarded to Newport Parish Council as a matter of urgency.

Resolved to 
        approve removal of 2 dead trees and replace with 2 rowen trees; replace 3 pine trees, 1 fir tree, 2 fruit 
        trees and 1 silver birch tree and plant 20 hawthorn/blackthorne in the north west corner of the site.

        deferred to the next meeting.

        Resolved that the Parish Council consults the residents of Canal Side East re the location of two
