
NEWPORT PARISH COUNCIL               
Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 11 May 2011 at Newport Primary School.  
1. Present: Cllrs Hunt (Chair), Batty, Etherington, Watts and Walker.
    Apologies: Clls Allard and Bate.
2. Declaration of personal and prejudicial interests: None declared.
3. Minutes:  (i)  Resolved that the minutes of the ordinary meeting on 13 April 2011 be approved 
                           and signed as a correct record. Proposed: Cllr Walker. Seconded: Cllr Etherington.
                     (ii) Resolved that the minutes of the extraordinary meeting on 27 April 2011 be approved 

                           and signed as a correct record. Proposed: Cllr Watts.  Seconded: Cllr Walker.

4. Public Forum: 9 members of the public present. 
    Cllr Hunt outlined the protocol for public participation at meetings of the council.

    Members of the public raised issues relating to the Gilberdyke Landfill Site planning applications, which 

    centred on the number of vehicle movements, the size of HGVs, the unsuitability of Thimblehall Lane for 

    use by HGVs, damage to the road surface, road safety issues, health risks, the height of the landfill, odour 
    from the landfill and leachate flowing into nearby drainage ditches.

    Members of the public were advised that neither Newport Parish Council nor East Riding of Yorkshire 

    Council had the power to limit the number and size of vehicles using Thimblehall Lane. Howdenshire 

    Ward Councillor Paul Robinson said that the road had been considered suitable for use by 40 ton HGVs. 

    He referred to a meeting organized by the Goole and Howdenshire Local Action Team in response to 

    concerns expressed by residents which would be held on Tuesday 17 May 2011. Representatives from the 

    landfill site had been invited to attend the meeting. He expressed the view that there had been a lack of 
    communication from several parties, including ERYC, the Environment Agency and the site operators.  

    Cllr Hunt suggested that residents interested in attending the meeting might consider organizing 
    representatives to express the concerns of residents, and advised that concerns raised should be based on 
    technical issues and expressed concisely. Howdenshire Ward Councillor Robinson said that the planning 
    applications were likely to be discussed by ERYC’s  Strategic Planning Committee in June and that if 
    approved, conditions attached to the planning consents would become important.
    A question was raised on how Newport benefited from landfill tax revenue. The Clerk stated that a number 

    of organizations provided grants funded by the tax to local communities. Cllr Hunt stated that Newport had 

    received £24500 from such funding.
    A question was raised on why the Parish Council had not responded to the planning applications as there 

    was no response to be seen on ERYC’s website. Cllr Watts stated that the council had responded by

    letter. The Clerk agreed to forward a copy of the letter to three members of the public present at the 

    meeting, and would investigate the absence of publication of the letter on ERYC’s website. 

    Cllr Batty queried whether there was anything else the Parish Council could do e.g. requesting an 

    Environmental Impact Assessment.

    The issue of speeding vehicles on Main Road was raised. Cllr Hunt responded that this was a police matter

    and regular reporting of offenders was necessary.

                  recreational purposes.

8.  Co-option of members to vacant positions on Newport Parish Council: Following the May 2011 
     elections, there are three vacancies for councillors due to insufficient nominations for election as 
     councillor. The council can, therefore, co-opt three councillors to fill the vacancies. A further casual 
     vacancy has arisen due to the resignation of Dr Gordon Shields at the Annual Meeting of the Council on 
     11 May 2011. Resolved that notices be displayed on the Parish Council noticeboard advertising the 
     vacancies arising from insufficient nominations prior to the elections and the casual vacancy arising from 
     the resignation of Dr Shields. Proposed: Cllr Etherington. Seconded: Cllr Batty.
     The council considered a request from Mrs S Openshaw to be co-opted to serve as a councillor on 

     Newport Parish Council. Mrs Openshaw was nominated by Cllr Watts and the nomination seconded by 

     Cllr Batty. Resolved that Mrs Openshaw be co-opted to serve as a member of Newport Parish Council.

(i)    Notification of receipt of precept for the year 2011/12: The Clerk informed councillors that the first half 
        year’s precept has been received.

11.  Main Road Playground: The land has been leased from the Environment Agency since 1991.Further to 
       a request by Newport Parish Council to the Environment Agency to renew the lease on the land, the 
       Environment Agency is unable to trace definitive records of ownership of the land and intends to apply
       to the Land Registry for adverse possession of the land. This will necessitate the signing of a Statutory 

       Declaration on the use of the land by Newport Parish Council. Legal costs incurred by Newport Parish 

       Council will be paid by the Environment Agency. Resolved to agree to the signing of the Statutory

       Declaration. Proposed: Cllr Batty. Seconded: Cllr Etherington. 

       The Environment Agency has confirmed that work on the play area site can continue pending  

       completion of the new lease.
12.  East Riding of Yorkshire Council: ERYC has informed the Clerk that it does not intend in future to 

       consult Parish and Town Councils on applications and notices for works to trees protected by Tree 
       Preservation Orders (TPOs), unless requested to do so by councils. Resolved to inform ERYC that 
       Newport Parish Council wishes to continue to be consulted on applications and notices for works to trees 
       protected by TPOs. Proposed: Cllr Watts. Seconded: Cllr Walker. 
13.  Refurbishment of Parish Council Noticeboard, Canal Side East: The Clerk reported that 

       refurbishment work would take 3-4 days. It was agreed that the noticeboard could be temporarily 

       removed at some point between 16-30 May 2011 for the work to be carried out.
