7. Clerk’s Report:

	Update on Gilberdyke Landfill site planning applications: East Riding of Yorkshire Council (ERYC) has taken measurements of the height of the landfill, which is on average 8 –10 metres above the permitted height and 16 metres above the permitted height in places. ERYC’s Planning Officers will be meeting with ERYC’s Legal Section on 26 September 2011 to determine the action to be taken. Following a complaint by a member of the public re Leather Dog Lane and a subsequent visit to the area by the Clerk to examine the issue raised by the complainant, the Clerk has requested Mr John Harland, Service Manager of ERYC’s Highway Maintenance Section to arrange for a survey of the deteriorating road surface and damage to roadside grass verges on Leather Dog Lane. The Clerk has further requested Mr Harland (i) to arrange repairs to the damaged road surface on Thimblehall Lane and (ii) to ascertain whether it would be possible to install low bollards on the damaged grass verge of Thimblehall Lane to prevent overrun onto the verge by HGV’s.

	Waterways Partnership Interim Executive Committee: following a visit to Newport on Friday 26 August 2011 by members of the Executive Committee, Dr G Shields issued a brief statement regarding the purpose and outcomes of the visit. A copy of the statement was issued to individual councillors.

	Vandalism to swings at the Brickyard: Mr P Coates has been requested to replace the swing chains  which have been cut with a bolt cutter, and has further been requested to repair the play fort.

	ERYC Survey on play areas: the Clerk will respond to a request for information re play areas in Newport.

	Highways Agency: proposed M62 and slip road closures. The Highways Agency is due to carry out resurfacing of the A63/M62 between South Cave Interchange and Junction 37, Howden, over a period of 4 weeks, commencing 25 September 2011. Current plans mean that the A63 North Cave/Newport/Gilberdyke slip road will be closed for 4 consecutive weekends, commencing Friday 30 September, from 7.00pm Friday to 7.00am Monday. Diversions will be in place.

	ERYC: reprint of parish walks leaflets. ERYC has informed the Clerk that as Newport Parish Council is not a member of the Parish Paths Partnership, it is unable to make a financial contribution to the reprinting of the walks leaflets.
