
NEWPORT PARISH COUNCIL               
Minutes of the Meeting held on Wednesday 13 April 2011 at Newport Primary School.  
1. Present: Cllrs Collins (Chair), Allard, Bate, Chapman, Clarke, Johnson, Openshaw and Walker.
    Apologies: Cllr Shields.
    Absent: Cllr Burke.
2. Declaration of personal and prejudicial interests: Cllr Openshaw declared a personal and prejudicial interest in Item 6 (A) as a family member of the site owner. Cllr Collins declared a personal and prejudicial interest in Item 6 (A) as a resident of Thimblehall Lane. Cllr Walker declared a personal and prejudicial interest in Item 6 (A) as a personal acquaintance of the site operator.

4. Public Forum: 38 members of the public present. 
Cllr Openshaw left the room.
Mr J Etherington queried why the parish precept on Council Tax bills showed a small percentage increase. He was informed that Newport Parish Council had not increased the precept; it remained unchanged from the year 2010/11 and the precept received for 2011/12 would remain unchanged. Howdenshire Ward Councillor stated that Gilberdyke Council tax bills showed a small percentage decrease, but Gilberdyke Parish Council had not decreased the precept. 

Mrs S Watts queried agenda item 7(v) relating to road subsidence and canal bank slippage on Canal Side East. The Clerk stated that this was an error and the item should refer to Canal Side West. Mrs Watts also requested that agenda items 14, 16 and 17 be deferred to the next meeting of the council.
Several members of the public expressed views re the planning applications submitted for Gilberdyke Landfill site. Concerns centred on the history of the site and planning restrictions, alleged unlawful activities, waste being brought in from the Hartlepool area, odour, dust, noise, landscape, litter, vibration, gas flaring, health and safety issues, contamination, pollution control, the number of HGV movements, damage to the road surface and  road safety issues on Thimblehall Lane, and the use of Mill Lane and Landing Lane by HGVs accessing the landfill site.
Mr H Chadwick explained and clarified an alleged flytipping incident which has been resolved.

Mr F Butler commented on the Market Weighton Fishery Public Meeting and presented the council with a copy of notes taken at the meeting.
